How to Avoid Engineering Malpractice Claims by Following the Rules of Ethics

Liability is defined by judicial and professional standards of conduct and subject to inter-

pretation while ethics is a subject of regulatory nature. In Louisiana the regulation of appli-
cation is 2507. We are required to disclose all known and potential conflicts of interest
and must promptly inform one's employer or client. Our compensation in any form must
be limited to one party on a particular project unless there is a record of full disclosure
and consent. The ambition to accept gratuities from or give partiality to a vendor servic-
ing your project is prohibited by 2507. Where there is a recognized potential for such
situations that could diminish a professional service being rendered there is a requirement

to provide clients with disclosure.

Tom provided us several test questions that can be used to check ourselves ethically to
avoid relationships, outside influences and responsibility conflicts. Finally addressing our
possible role as a litigation expert, Tom addressed the conflicts associated with switching
sides and providing design services to both a plaintiff (owner) and the defendant. The pres-
